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At the heart of Fragments of Our Time lies the vivid arstry of Asafo 

Flags, each bearing the weight of centuries-old tradion and the 

spirit of a community. Rooted in the Fante people of Ghana’s 

Central Region, Asafo Flags are more than decorave; they are 

emblems of power, memory, and resistance. Originang in the 

17th century as banners for military Asafo companies, these flags 

blend European military influences with Ghanaian creavity, 

featuring symbolic imagery that narrates historical events or 

boldly challenges rivals through visual proverbs. Handcraed 

using patchwork appliqué techniques on trade cloth, the flags 

are embedded with stories of community pride and tradion, yet 

the tradion faces decline as fewer arsts connue to create them. 

LAFA collaborates with these masterful makers to celebrate their 

skill and ensure the preservaon of this unique heritage. In their 

vibrant colours and mirrored appliqué, Asafo Flags remain a 

resonant voice for a culture that stands steadfastly in the face of 

change.

Narratives of Existence

Ametepe Kukubor’s work is a 

profound exploraon of identy, 

memory, and the human 

experience. Drawing inspiraon 

from the neighborhoods of 

Accra and the stories of those 

who inhabit them, Kukubor 

weaves his impressions into 

bold, thought-provoking narraves that celebrate existence while 

inving reflecon.

His technique, a masterful fusion of expressionism and 

impressionism, involves stacking layers of acrylic paint with 

squeegees, creang textured composions that mirror the 

fragmented yet interconnected nature of life. Kukubor 

deliberately leaves porons of his subjects unfinished, exposing 

underlayers that symbolize the influence of our surroundings and 

the inseparability of people from their environments. His work 

encourages viewers to reflect on their own interconnectedness, 

sparking open-minded discussions about life’s complexies.

Simon Sackey redefines 
contemporary abstracon by 
turning discarded trash bags 
into stunning works of art that 
challenge and inspire. With a 
fearless vision to “make the 
unseen things seen,” Sackey’s 
pracce is a daring reimaginaon 

of art, rooted in his convicon that transformaonbegins with 
disrupon. By creang striking abstract and semi-abstract works, 
Sackey turns overlooked materials into pieces that demand 
aenon and dialogue.
Sackey’s process is both a personal and polical act—his work 
challenges Ghana’s art ecosystem to think di�erently about what 
constutes art and about sustainability, urging audiences to 
rethink noons of waste and worth. By introducing radical new 
ideas into the mainstream, Sackey seeks to inspire growth and 
innovaon within the creave space.
“Every piece of art I create is not just a reflecon of my imaginaon 
but a call to acon,” he explains. His textured works, layered with 
emoon and meaning, are powerful testaments to the potenal for 
renewal, proving that beauty can emerge from even the most 
unexpected places. W
